Code of Practice 
• 	 The Code of Practice encourages 

protections of nature subjects and the 
environment, study of nature subjects for 
better understanding and photographic 
capture, minimizing disruption and 
maximizing well-being of nature subjects 

• 	 The Code of Practice also includes rules 
and limitations on editing, modifications 
and enhancements of nature images so 
that the nature story is told truthfully 

• 	 The Code of Practice provides “Nature 
Image” and “Wildlife Image” definitions 
to guide photographers who wish to enter 
PSA-recognized exhibitions, individual 
and interclub nature and/or wildlife 
competitions
